Candidates must meet all eligibility requirements.
Deadline to turn in a completed application: Thursday, April 6th (Return to the office)

Elections will be held on April 17th for each grade level during Connect. There will be 4 Class Officers
with additional Student Council candidates elected.

In order to be eligible for the ballot, all of the following requirements have to be met and approved.

All candidates must have a cumulative GPA of a 2.5 or higher. This must be initialed by Mrs. Vogel in the
HS office. (excludes 8th grade students running for Freshmen positions)

Student Council Petition: Students must obtain 25 signatures from members of their class (**At least 5

need to be from teachers).
The application packet must be turned in on time. No late applications will be accepted.

Statement Video (use Google Video) must be completed (45 seconds—1 minute in length). Email vid-
